The Project involves site plan approval and a Coastal Consistency Determination for the construction of
a 64,000 +/- gross square foot addition to the north and west side of the James J. McCann Recreation
Center including renovations to locker rooms and racquetball courts inside the existing McCann Center.
The Project includes the demolition of the existing Fitness Center. The project further involves the
relocation of existing water, sewer, gas and electric facilities serving the existing complex to allow for
demolition of the existing structure and construction of the new addition. Site improvements associated
with the Project include traffic circulation and parking modifications and expansion, pedestrian access
adjustments, site lighting and drainage modifications. Project implementation will further require an area
variance of thirty five feet six inches (35'6”) for a side yard setback of fourteen feet six inches (14'6”)
where fifty (50) feet are required and the acquisition of easements from both the Town and City of
Poughkeepsie to clear up historic encroachments onto those adjacent parcels as a consequence of
College activities.
